
Over the past few months BC 
Family Child Care Association 
(BCFCCA) members have become 
more concerned and confused 
around the All Day Kindergarten 
(ñAll Day Kò) announcement.  
BCFCCA asked family child care 
providers to express their concerns 
in writing, to help us speak on their 
behalf. There was consensus that 
the lack of proper consultation, a 
rushed timeline and the number of 
different levels of bureaucracy involved helped to 
further complicate a difficult process.  In an effort to 
benefit parents, the system has raised more 
questions, not focused on the childrenôs needs, left 
child care providers with unanswered questions and 
created more issues in a fragile and fractured system. 
 

Overwhelmingly, family child care providers 
expressed concerns around the well-being and early 
childhood best practices.  Again and again, we heard 
concern that Kindergarten be play based, recognize 
the needs of the early years and questions how 
prepared the school system is to handle our youngest 
citizens.  Family child care providers also expressed 
concerns about their businesses, as child care 
regulations restrict  family child care providers to ñ4 
children under 4 yearsò, the loss of any full time 

spaces (5 yr olds) has 
a huge potential to 
make the operation of 
their small business 
difficult or financially 

impossible?  This imposed impact on 
the business of family child care will 
have huge financial implications and 
causes many providers to questions if 
a family child care business is at all 
viable?  It will be tragic if the 
implementation of All Day K is the 
reason they close their doors resulting 
in the loss of economically valuable 
community businesses and much 
needed child care spaces.  
 

BCFCCA received a request from the Family Child 
Care Representative on Provincial Child Care Council 
for information and concerns from members.  
BCFCCA continues to advocate on memberôs behalf 
and will prepare a position paper to be used to 
present the family child care point of view. 
 

Family child care providers recognize, although many 
do not agree, that BC is attempting to respond to the 
needs of parents and the call for funding for our 
youngest citizens.  Hearing the concerns and 
questions from family child care providers, it is clear 
that the implementation of the All Day K has further 
fractured a fragile early years network. 
 

BCFCCA has continually promoted quality in child 
care for the last 30 years, to the benefit of all children 
in the province.  We believe that All Day K does not 
respond to the needs of this population, but further 
manages to splinter the very foundation it rests upon. 
We implore all to look at the issues from the 
perspective of a child, before 
we decide their fate.
